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Preface  
ÅThe impact of esca disease around world is an 

issue of great importance for the negative effects  

ÅThe esca syndrome is complex, largely dependent 
on climate, soil, and  technical conditions 

ÅThe genetically susceptibility is limited to a small 
number of varieties, often assessed in different 
environmental and climatic conditions, limited to 
a small number of plants 

ÅThis work is finalized to know the susceptibility of 
Vitis vinifera to esca symptoms in about two 
hundred varieties, all grown in the same site 





Methodology  
ÅThe survey was conducted in a Vivai Cooperativi 
wŀǳǎŎŜŘƻΩǎ (VCR) vineyard, planted with mother 
plants, located in Fossalon di Grado (Gorizia - 
North-East of Italy)  
ÅThe vineyard was set up in 1995, and since then it 

has gradually expanded 
ÅAt present, there are about 156,000 vines of 195 

varieties, many of which expressed with several 
clones, up to form a population of 495 clones from 
different national and foreign holders. For every 
variety and clone there are 310 plants or multiples  

 

Since 2006, all the vines showing  
symptoms of esca are uprooted
